
Mr. Andrew Albert Scotchie,
Jr.
January 5, 1931 - January 1, 2017

Andrew A. Scotchie of Asheville died on January 1, 2017 after a brief illness.
He was 85. 

 Born on January 5, 1931 in Warren, Ohio, Andy was the eldest of six sons
born to Mr. and Mrs. Andrew Scotchie. 
A Junior, he was known as “Buddy” or “Bud” around the Scotchie household
and he always came especially alive when visiting the homestead in
northeastern Ohio. The Scotchie family lived in Warren and Lake Milton, Ohio
where Andy’s father operated a lakeside hotel. In 1948, the family moved to
Austintown, Ohio, a suburb of Youngstown. There, the family owned and
operated the Seven Mile Inn, a bar and dining area with gasoline pumps out
front. Andy’s future bride, Consetta, lived up the road on Mahoning Avenue
with her parents who owned their own general store. After graduation from
Austintown Fitch High School, Andy enrolled in Case Technical Institute in
Cleveland. After graduating from Case, he served in the US Naval Reserves. 
Andy and Connie were married in 1953. Two years later, their first child,
Virginia was born in Portsmouth, Virginia. She was the oldest of a family that
grew to four girls and two boys. 
As a graduate of a prestigious engineering program, Andy found engineering
jobs in Roanoke, Virginia, Cleveland and Glendora, California before
relocating in Asheville in 1962. The family had originally planned to stay in
Asheville for only one year, but as with countless people before them, the
scenic beauty of the region captivated Andy and Connie and they put down



roots in North Asheville. Their children attended both parochial and public
schools in the city. 
Andy worked as an engineer for Northrup and later, Walker Manufacturing. In
addition, he taught mathematics part time at then – Asheville Buncombe
Technical Institute. He also took great joy in coaching youth sports. All
throughout the 1960s and ‘70’s, his white Volkswagen bug was packed with
Little League ballplayers while driving to and from games at Weaver Park and
St. Eugene’s. After the game, the bug often stopped at local ice cream stores
for treats for the winning squad. 

 As members of St. Eugene’s Catholic Church, Andy and Connie enjoyed the
friendships of their fellow parishioners. Andy served a term as a PTA
President at the parish school and also coached youth basketball. 
In 1980, his life in Asheville took a new turn. A neighbor gave him custody of a
Mountain Valley Water distributorship. The timing was excellent. The Walker
plant was closing down, plus Andy and Connie’s children, with one exception,
had reached maturity and had left home. Both Andy and Connie had grown up
as children of small business owners and they now had the time and energy
to create a successful business of their own. 
Andy enjoyed traveling, taking family member to holidays in Austintown and
Myrtle Beach and later, traveling extensively in Europe. He was a man who
with great zest lived up to the New Testament admonition that one must love
life. His favorite saying, “life is a banquet and most people are starving” came
from the 1955 hit movie, Mamie. He liked to tell his children of his own
childhood when he would rise as early as possible on Saturday mornings just
so he could enjoy that entire day free from school. That is a habit that he
continued for the rest of his eventful life. 

 Andrew Scotchie is survived by his wife of 64 years, Connie; children, Virginia
of Columbia, South Carolina, Joseph of Bayside, New York, Marybeth of
Anchorage, Alaska, Carolyn of Greensboro and Angela of Asheville, sisters-
in-laws, sons-in-laws, daughters-in-laws and 15 grandchildren plus brothers,
Frank of Liberty, Ohio, Larry of Maitland, Florida, John of Hamilton, New York



and James of Chattanooga, Tennessee. He is predeceased by a son, Thomas
and a brother, Robert. 

 Andy and Tom both loved automobiles and surviving family members fervently
believe that they are now reunited and are earnestly discussing what engine
ought to go under that 2017 model of a Chevrolet Camaro. 
The family plans a memorial service to be announced at a future date.
