 Lois was devoted to her 3 children, 5 grandchildren, and 8 great
grandchildren. After retirement, she was also devoted to her many friends
from childhood. She loved the Blue Ridge Mountains and always wanted to be
within sight of a mountain. Lois was a long-time member of Aldersgate United
Methodist Church in North Charleston, SC where she was very active with the
United Methodist Women. In Asheville, Lois was an active member of Asbury
Memorial United Methodist where she served as Treasurer and chair of the
Cemetery oversight committee. 

 Lois Waldrop was predeceased by her father, Thomas Justis Bassett, her
mother, Ora Lee Burleson Bassett, her brother, Raymond Brownlow Bassett,



and her husband, Thomas Joseph Waldrop. She is survived by her daughter,
Lynn Waldrop Cox and husband Paul J. Cox; son Thomas Allan Waldrop and
wife Virginia C. Waldrop; and son Robert Joseph Waldrop and wife Julia M
Waldrop.
